It

is a troubling text and does not really answer the question about why bad things

happen to good people T or to anyone for that matter. Nevertheless, | have again

concluded that | am glad we have it in our Bible, because it is real. Not that the story

of Job is historically attested but because it explores real issues relating to the human

condition and the relationship of suffering to God. 1 relate so much better to a faith

that does not offer neatly packaged answers but asks the right questions.

It took me until October to reach the end of the Old Testament, by which time | was,
like the prophets and people of Israel of its pages, desperate for the hope we have in
the coming of Jesus! | was longing for God to speak and to act more clearly, more
personally, more accessibly, to offer some kind of answer to the struggles, conflicts
and mess that is so often | ifebs experience
stories of the Bible. | am entering this season of Advent with a whole new perspective
with its themes of preparation for the coming of Jesus, as we celebrate his first coming
at Christmas, his daily coming to us whatever we are facing, and our future hope of
his coming in glory. In the coming of Jesus our questions about the human condition,
about | ifebés meaning and purpose, of sufferi
the story of his life, death, resurrection and the promise of his living, abiding presence.

PARISH COUNCIL NEWS

The Ordinary Meeting of the Parish Council held on 8 ™ November was attended by 5
Councillors, the Clerk, the Secretary of the Community Centre Management
Committee and 5 members of the public. For the Community Centre it was reported
that discussions with Beau Homes regarding car park use by personnel isong oing and
that the installation of the data projection equipment is now complete. It was agreed

that representatives of the Parish Council and Community Centre Management
Committee would meet to discuss the arrangements/charges for use of the centre

by the Parish Council and its various sub -groups.

The District and County ward councillors were unable to be present and so there
were no updates from those bodies. The public forum yielded an update on the Rogers
Lane overgrowing hedgerows (significant trimmin g had taken place but there was still
concern about some bramble encroachment which should be addressed by the County
Council); further discussion on the alleged inconsistencies between photographs and
viewpoints shown in the draft Neighbourhood Plan; and  details of the land acquisition
off Rogers lane by Beau Homes for their development.

Planning matters included notifications that permissions had been granted for

alterations to two properties on the Banbury Road and the Parish Council resolved

that it wo uld raise no objection to proposed changes in the fenestration of Ryepiece

Barn. Discussion on a proposal by the landowners to slightly relocate the football

pitch was deferred until receipt of a formalised written request from them. It was

noted thatfol owi ng a | etter from the Clerk prompted
the farmers had confirmed they had removed any debris left by manure transfers

along Kents Lane.

It was reported that a date had been established for the proposed event to mark

the cente nary of the end of the Great War next year and Councillors resolved via
Facebook and the various societies to canvass
with a foreign village. Two councillors volunteered to survey all the playing field

boundaries and report to the December meeting on any remedial work that is the

responsibility of the P arish Council. The annual ROSPA safety inspection report on

the playground areas and equipment was received and it was resolved that the matter

of t he oOwet @g®would beduntmef discussed at the February meeting

following research.

Applications for funding of the Youth Skate Park project have been submitted to the
Lottery Fund (£10K) and the Waitrose scheme and it was resolved that £20K of the
Par i s h Eeaunarked resgrves would be assigned. The sum of £600 was granted
to the Parochial Church Council , specifically for its continued production of the
Village Newsletter publication.

Ettington Gardening Club

On a dark, misty and cold November evening, between the spooks of Halloween and
the sparkle of Bonfire Night, members were drawn across the Atlantic for a look at

the origins of gardening in the USA and a view of some contemporary gardens by
designers Martha Schwartz an d Isabelle Greene . A flying visit to the glitz of
Hollywood rounded off the evening. This was an excellent evening with renowned
speaker and lecturer Andrew Mikolajski . The theme for the evening was Gardens of
the USA .

The early European settlers of the 16th and 17th centuries brought with them
European landscape styles. Even by the time of independence in the late 18th century
the estate of George Washington in Mount Vernon, overlooking the Potomac, had the
look and characteristics of a Capability Brown  design. Meanwhile, on the west coast
Franciscan monks moving northwards from Spanish Central America were developing
estates and gardens much more suited to the hot and arid conditions. As Andrew
reminded us, North America is a vast place with such varied  climate and geographical
conditions that estates, gardens and landscapes have to adapt accordingly.



The 19th century saw the rise of the super-rich industrialists who used their
enormous wealth to philanthropically sponsor art, sculpture and architecture and led
to the creation of some remarkable gardens set in spectacular scenery. Among these

is the hilltop paradise of Kykuit created by, and home to, four generations of the
Rockefeller family. Landscape design for Kykuit was by Frederick Olmsted, one of

the great figures of American landscape design who is also famous for the design of
Central Park. Kykuit is now an historic site and open to the public.

Into the 20th century with a garden in El Paso designed by Martha Schwartz for the

Davis family, descr i bed by the designer as ORedefining
garden of brightly coloured adobe walled areas with mirrors and views to entice one

around corners and rethink oneds concept of a

Isabelle Greene is a garden designer from California and we were treated to some

spectacular pictures of one of her creations in Santa Barbara with a magnificent view

Tim Curry. Amongst its European styles it contains a rose wall and huge Greek style
amphitheatre; perhaps the scene of many parties and plays in years gone by.

what it means to us. Discussion and questions could have carried on all night but it
was time for refreshments as Chairman Bryan led the vote of thanks of a happy

audience.

The Scheme provides emergency medical response to 999 calls in the Stourdene area on

a voluntary basis in conjunction with West Midlands Ambulance Service  (WMAS) . It
receives no government funding and relies on fundraising /donations to provide the

equipment carried by the C ommunity First Responders (CFRs), which includes a
defibrillator. None of our t eam, medical or support , receive any payment for their

If other years are  anything to go by we are now entering our busy period across the

winter months, so it probably wondét be far into
incidents! WMAS upgraded its qualification requirements for CFRs, so this year our team

have been tran sitioning onto the new training regime, involving further exams and

practical assessments. This year we were able to replace our original car with a newer
vehicle, as the original car was over 13 years old. The scheme car plays a fundamental
role in our op eration and we know that simply seeing it provides reassurance that we
exist; helping to save life in our communities.

Goodbyes & Hellos: During 2017 there have been quite a few changes to the team. We
have been sorry to say goodbye to CFRs Alice and Russ. Alice joined as a CFR in 2014 and
served the community for 3 years. Russ was one of the first 2 CFRs in the team when it

was launched in June 2009 and has served continuously as a CFR since then. He was one
of a small group of people who, in July 2008, m et with W MAS to explore what was
involved in setting up a CFR Scheme in Ettington. We were also sorry to lose Steve from

the team, who stood down as secretary after supporting the team for 8 years. Steve was
responsible for the major task of registering E CFRS as a Charity. None of the team had
experience of doing this and therefore Steve had to do a lot of investigation.
Subsequently, Steve has given assistance to a number of other CFR Schemes who have
pursued a similar course. On a happier note we have b een pleased to welcome Dave,
Mandy, and Tim as our newest CFRs.

Fundraising: 2017 has been a quieter year for us in terms of fundraising events, mainly
due to a sustained recruitment drive and existing CFRs transitioning onto the new
training regime. Howev er, there have been many individual donations, as well as income
from our charity boxes, so wed6d |ike to thank ev

Kineton Surgery, Market Square, Kineton: It may be turning cold outside but
winter needn't be the unhealthiest time of year for you and your family. Here are five

ways to make sure that, even when your body is telling you to hibernate, you can keep
healthy and fit, no matter what the weather's | ike. Many people feel tired and sluggish
during winter , this is due to the lack of sunlight, which disrupt s our sleep and waking
cycles, so try to get outdoors in natural daylight as much as possible, get a good night's
sleep, go to bed and wake up at the same time every day, destress with exercise or
meditation (stress has been shown to make you feel tired ). When it's cold and dark
outside, it can be tempting to fill up on unhealthy comfort food , however it's important
to ensure you still have a healthy diet and include five portions of fruit and veg a day. If
you find yourself craving a sugary treat, try a juicy clementine or satsuma
instead. Winter vegetables such as carrots, parsnips, swede and  turnips can be roasted,
mashed or made into soup for a comforting winter meal for the whole family. Explore
varieties of fruit and veg that you may not normally eat. You are more likely to get a

cold in winter, so make sure your immune system is in tip -top condition. Milk and dairy
products such as cheese and yogurts are great sources of protein, vitamins A and B12
and calcium, which helps keep our bones strong. Choose semiskimmed, 1% or skimmed
milk rather than full -fat and low -fat plain yoghurts. Don't use the cold winter months as
