1 Introduction

An application for a grant has been received from 1st Ettington Brownies.  To date, of the budget of £1,000 no grants have been made in this financial year.  All information to be taken into account is below and the Council is asked to consider, debate and make a decision in respect of the application.
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Ettington Small Grants Scheme

The small grants scheme offers grants to community groups.  The total amount of money available is set annually in the budget by the Parish Council.
Guidelines for Awards under the Small Grants Scheme
· Only properly constituted, voluntary, not for profit organisations may apply for a grant under the scheme. Individuals are not eligible to apply (a separate scheme is available for local individuals).

· A voluntary organisation applying for a grant must be able to demonstrate that: 

· It carries out its activities otherwise than for profit

· Its activities will benefit Ettington Parish and its community

· Only if sporting associations can demonstrate that they have been unsuccessful in obtaining funding from their national bodies, WCC or SDC will their application be considered.

· The Council’s preference is to provide financial assistance for specific projects or purchase of equipment. However, it will consider supporting on- going revenue costs if the organisation can demonstrate that lack of funds can have an adverse effect on the Parish and /or the community if the organisation is unable to continue due to lack of funds.
· Grants should be spent within the year and only for the purpose for which they were given.
· The Council may opt to pay the grant directly to a potential supplier on production of an invoice.
· Grants cannot be made to cover money already spent
· The history of previous applications will be considered in the decision making process
· The giving of a grant in one year does not set a precedent for another year.
· Successful applicants WILL be required to submit a short report outlining the use made of the grant, within 3 months of the projects’ completion, in order that the Council may show good governance of the scheme.

RE: REQUEST FOR DONATION FOR 1st ETTINGTON BROWNIES
I am not sure if you are aware, but Girlguiding has launched a new programme this year, completely revamping the way every unit in the UK delivers Guiding, across the age groups from 5years to 25 years. We are a voluntary organisation, and a registered charity.

1st Ettington Brownies have been operating in the village for over 50 years, currently based in the Community Centre, delivering new and exciting opportunities for girls aged 7 to 10 from the village and neighbouring communities.  We are embracing the introduction of the new programme as a great way to refresh and bring Guiding up to date, but in order to deliver the programme there are a number of resource packs that are required so each girl has the opportunity to achieve the highest level (Gold award) within Brownies, and to stand her in good stead to continue within Guiding, or simply develop general skills for life.

We are writing to you to see if it would be possible for Ettington Parish Council to make a donation to help cover the costs of the resources we will need to be able to deliver the new programme successfully. We have received a small grant from our District in Guiding (Wellesbourne District), and if we are able to make our purchases in this calendar year there is a 10% discount being offered by the Girlguiding organisation.  

We have calculated that the full cost of capital outlay to implement the new programme would be £191.60 (£173.60 with the 10% discount this year). We have received a grant of £60 from the District, and any contribution you are able to make to help cover the costs of the resources would be gratefully received; the rest we will need to fundraise to cover – we are trying to avoid increasing the costs for our existing members.

	Number of members in the Group


	14 young people, (we have the capacity to take 24 young people) with 3 new starters in January 2019.  There are 3 adult volunteers and 1 young leader (15) who run the unit.

	Number of members resident in the parish


	6 of the 14 members are resident in Ettington, the others spread thinly between Tredington, Pillerton, Halford, Walton, Alderminster and Tysoe.
However, 12 of the 14 members attend Ettington School, so are part of the village community in that respect.

	Brief description of the project for which the grant is intended


	Purchase of new resources required to deliver the newly launched programme for Girl Guiding – please see attached letter for more details.
The resources consist of packs of cards which provide information on Skills to be learnt in 12 different topics, and Unit meeting activities to build towards their Theme awards on the subjects of Take Action, Skills for my Future, Have adventures, Know myself, Be Well, and Express myself.

This would also cover the costs of replacement badge record books for existing members which will be their record book of the progress stages in their skills achieved throughout Guiding, These are completely different to the badge books the girls already have when they join.

Future members joining will be expected to purchase their own Badge record book as part of their joining costs.

	The resources are completely reusable, and will last the duration of the Girl guiding programme (for the foreseeable future) and we will reuse them with each new cohort of girls coming through, so the girls all receive fresh training but the resources are used as efficiently as possible.

	We have received £60 from Wellesbourne District Guiding (of which Ettington Brownies forms a part)
